“Their work is like looking at the world in a ‘low voice’, or rather, with half-closed eyes to welcome rêveries, which are visited by the inexplicable, the unex-
pected, the ‘beyond’.

Tania Brassesco (Venice, 1986) and Lazlo Passi Norberto (Verona, 1984) is an Artists Duo founded in 2008 that work in the field of visual art and contempo-
rary photography.
Their works have been exhibited in galleries, foundations, and museums in Europe, the United States, and Asia, including at the Palazzo delle Esposizioni in 
Rome, the MART Museum in Rovereto, the LA MAISON ROUGE Foundation Antoine de Galbert in Paris, and the MUSCARELLE Museum of Art in the United 
States.
Their works are part of various public collections internationally, including the Herbert F. Johnson Museum of Art, the Muscarelle Museum of Art, the Bellarm-
ine Museum of Art, the VAF Foundation, and the HBC Global Art Collection in New York City.
Since 2013, they have begun an intense relationship with the United States and in 2016 they moved to New York for several years. They currently live and 
work between New York and Italy.

STATEMENT

Their photographic artwork is a fusion of photography, cinema, performance and installation. They create fictional scenes using the photographic media’s
perception of reality in an altered way, creating a paradox on how we perceive the image. The photographs are originally made creating full-size scale instal-
lation from their sketches and ideas, realized in detail like a set for a movie, and using often themselves as the main interpreters of the artworks.
Tania and Lazlo’s work seeks a contact with the unsolved side of our experience, the memories, visions, impulses that settle in the dark corners of our sub-
conscious and that re-emerge through layered meanings and features that appear recognizable and at the same time disorienting.
Through a cinematic and narrative vision, they use photographic media as the final tool to create realistic images of unrealistic situations, realizing scenarios 
suspended in a timeless space, at the boundary between real and unreal.

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Noise Ensemble, 2023
One of the new artworks of Tania & Lazlo, Noise Ensemble, 2023, represents a physical and tangible space, the center of the energy that arises from the com-
munication between people and sharing of their thoughts. It tells, through absence, the human being’s search for connection with others and seek contact 
through attempts of communication.The authors subtract communication of its main element, the people who generate it, depicting only what remains and 
is not visible but that we can imagine in a perpetual circular movement, creating a communicative paradox in the image.
The staging of this scene is a metaphor for a broad and collective diffusion of ideas that originate from a subject and expand like a living, multiplying force 
outside of the represented room. A set of voices overlap, mix and become an indefinite energy, blurring the clear boundaries of words and thoughts, releas-
ing the reverberation of sound into the air that leaves traces as it passes.

Glass doesn’t hold memory, 2023
Then another new piece is going to be shown for the first time, Glass doesn’t hold memory, 2023, which explores delicately but at the same time profoundly 
and sharply, the feeling of immobility that one experiences during certain events in life, a delicate awareness of understanding that one cannot move forward 
without getting hurt, but one can only accept that pain is part of the journey, hiding in this awareness an imperceptible serenity. The soft and light colors of 
the image that greet and reassure the observer are in contrast with the danger of what surrounds the subject. There is always something that shines in pain.

Noise Ensemble, 2023
In una delle nuove opere di Tania & Lazlo, Noise Ensemble, 2023, viene rappresentato uno spazio fisico e tangibile, fulcro dell’energia che si viene a creare 
nella comunicazione tra persone e nella condivisione dei loro pensieri.
Racconta, attraverso l’assenza, la ricerca dell’essere umano di entrare in contatto con l’altro e cercare delle connessioni attraverso tentativi di comunicazione.
Gli autori svuotano la comunicazione del suo principale elemento, le persone che l’hanno generata, raffigurando solamente ciò che resta e che non è visibile 
ma che possiamo immaginare in perpetuo movimento circolare, creando nell’immagine un paradosso comunicativo.
La messa in scena di questa ambientazione è metafora di una diffusione ampia e collettiva delle idee che partono da un soggetto per espandersi come una 
forza moltiplicatrice e viva al di fuori della stanza raffigurata. Un insieme di voci si sovrappongono, si mescolano e diventano un’energia indefinita, andando 
a sfocare i confini netti delle parole e dei pensieri, liberando nell’aria il riverbero del suono che lascia delle tracce al suo passaggio.

Glass doesn’t hold memory, 2023
Ecco un’altra nuova opera mostrata in anteprima, Glass doesn’t hold memory, 2023, che indaga in modo delicato, ma al contempo profondo e tagliente, la 
sensazione di immobilità che si prova di fronte ad alcuni eventi della vita, una delicata consapevolezza del comprendere che non si può andare avanti senza 
ferirsi, ma non ci resta che accettare che il dolore faccia parte del percorso, nascondendo in questa consapevolezza una serenità impercettibile. I colori tenui 
dell’immagine che ci accolgono e rassicurano sono in contrasto con la pericolosità di ciò che circonda il soggetto protagonista. C’è sempre qualcosa che 
brilla nel dolore.

Dalla serie Hiding from the Sun
L’acqua, elemento ricorrente nella ricerca di Tania & Lazlo, qui ritorna protagonista della scena e riesce a trasmettere in modo semplice e diretto una sensazi-
one di ironico discomfort riflettendo un ambiente naturale apparentemente paradisiaco.
Quest’opera fa parte delle serie “Hiding from the sun” che verrà presentata nell’arco del 2023, dove viene restituita una versione introspettiva e poco scintil-
lante della Florida assolata e leggera. 

Noise Ensemble, 2023 & New-York song, 2015
Questi 2 lavori di Tania e Lazlo, ad oggi gli unici senza la presenza diretta di un soggetto umano, vengono qui per la prima volta esposti vicini e messi in 
relazione uno con l’altro facendo vedere l’evoluzione della ricerca artistica. Se da una parte Noise Ensemble (2023) sembra dare una sensazione di energia 
circolare e circoscritta, dall’altra New York Song (2015) porta una sensazione di libertà verso l’esterno. Le due immagini tuttavia hanno diversi elementi in 
comune: entrambe ci fanno percepire la presenza dell’uomo attraverso l’assenza dello stesso e solo attraverso elementi materiali. Ma soprattutto entrambe 
portano dentro di sé l’esperienza intima e personale dell’essere umano e del suo vissuto. In entrambe si creano dei moti di energia, circolari, rotatori, vorticosi, 
multiformi.

Under the surface, 2014
Dalla serie Behind the Visible
Presente in mostra anche l’opera tra le più rappresentative del duo Tania & Lazlo Under the Surface (2014), qui esposta come ultimo esemplare dell’edizione 
media (125 x 167cm). Questo soggetto rappresenta l’essenza stessa della serie “Behind the Visible” dove, in contesti riconoscibili e familiari, alcuni elementi 
inusuali irrompono nella scena alterandone la percezione di realtà e facendoci indagare nel mondo dell’inconscio e del sogno, dove realtà e finzione si in-
contrano e ci spingono a porci ulteriori domande.
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Soaked, 2023
From the series Hiding from the Sun
Water, a recurring element in Tania & Lazlo’s research, returns here as the protagonist of the scene and manages to convey a sense of ironic discomfort in a 
simple and direct way, reflecting a seemingly paradisiacal natural environment.
This work is part of the series “Hiding from the Sun,” which will be presented in 2023, where the artists offer an introspective and less glowing version of a 
sunny Florida.

About Noise ensemble, 2023 & New-York Song, 2015
These two works by Tania and Lazlo, currently the only ones without the direct presence of a human subject, are here exhibited together for the first time and 
are put in relation to each other to show the evolution of the artistic research. While on one hand Noise Ensemble (2023) seems to give a sense of a circular 
and circumscribed energy, on the other hand, New-York song (2015) brings a feeling of freedom towards the outside. However, the two images have several 
elements in common: both make us perceive the presence of humans through their absence, only through material elements. Moreover, both contain the 
intimate and personal experience of the human being and its experience. In both, rotating, vortex-like, mutable motions of energies are created.

Under the surface, 2014 
From the series Behind the visible
On view there is also “Under the Surface” (2014), one of the most representative works of the duo Tania & Lazlo, displayed here as the last available piece 
of the edition in medium size (125 x 167cm). This subject represents the very essence of the series “Behind the visible” where, in recognizable and familiar 
contexts, some unusual elements appear into the scene altering the perception of reality and making us investigate the world of the unconscious and dream, 
where reality and fiction meet and encourage us to ask further questions.
